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Introduction

The LD7 is the latest addition to the blue dog® line of gaming devices. Featuring a slim
enclosure, it is robust in function. The two pound LD7 with 7.0” Hi-Brite TFT LCD
display utilizes a powerful Intel®/Marvell® processor, providing an optimal combination
of performance and power savings. An external battery expansion option provides

approximately 6 to 8 hours of additional battery operation for up to 12 hours of
mobile usage.

The LD7 uses the Windows® CE operating system which includes client/server
computing software, accessories, and applications support.

Basic Features

The LD7 wireless tablet integrates a bright and responsive touch display, a USB port and embedded
networking elements. The primary package configuration includes 20 LD7s and external battery packs
and a 20 unit charging rack; in multiples thereof.

The LD7 integrates a 802.11b/g wireless LAN (WLAN) adapter for local wireless network connectivity.

Precautions

Always exercise care when operating and handling the LD7.
DO NOT apply excessive pressure to the display screen.
Avoid touching the display screen with any hard or sharp objects. You may damage the screen.

Avoid prolonged exposure of the display panel to direct sunlight or other heat sources.
The LD7 should face away from direct light to reduce glare.

Avoid any exposure to prolonged heat over 95°F (35°C) and any cold temperatures below 32°F (0°C).
Always store the units in a climate controlled environment.

DO NOT use any AC/DC adapter other than the one provided with the device or acquired from
the LD7 provider.

In the unlikely event that smoke, abnormal noise, or strange odor is present, immediately power the
LD7 off and disconnect all power sources. Report the problem to your LD7 provider immediately.

Never attempt to disassemble the LD7, as this will void the warranty and could possibly
cause harm or injury.
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Power switch

(recessed)

Push/release turns the unit on. Push and hold (over 2 seconds) invokes
hardware shutdown. A stylus should be used to push the switch.

9 AC/DC adapter
connection

Used only for connecting the AC/DC adapter (when provided) to the unit
outside of the charging rack. This provides the capability to charge the
unit when a charging rack is not available. Warning: only the AC/DC
adapter provided can be used for this purpose. Using any other adapter
can cause serious damage to the unit and the components within.

9 Connector to
charging rack

Used only for connecting the unit to the LD7 charging rack when the unit
is placed into the charging rack. This connector provides the ability to
charge the unit while in the charging rack.

0 USB receptacle
(with rubber flap cover)

Used for programming, updating and troubleshooting only. Not to be used
by customers/players.

6 Headphone plug
(with rubber flap cover)

Can be used by the customer to plug in headphones (not provided). The
rubber flap should always be used to cover the socket when headphones
are not being used to prevent foreign objects from getting into the plug.

External Battery Pack

To prevent battery drain during shipping and extended storage, the external battery should be
removed from the LD7 before shipping. The external battery should also be removed from the unit
during extended storage over three days without being used. ONLY replace the external battery
pack with a replacement supplied by the manufacturer or service provider. Dispose of used batteries
according to local regulations and guidelines. When the external battery pack is removed, the rear
cover must be attached.

Powering ON and OFF

To activate the LD7, push and quickly release the recessed power ON/OFF switch on the bottom
left side of the unit. A stylus should be used for this purpose. The display will come on in a few
seconds. To turn the LD7 off for extended storage, close any open applications and press the power
ON/OFF button.

NOTE: The battery packs shipped with your device may be low in power — please use the LD7 charging
rack when setting up the device for the first time to fully charge the internal and external battery packs
before the unitis turned on for the first time or use the AC/DC adapter with the LD7 (if ordered). You may
charge the external battery pack while it is attached to the LD7.

NOTE: Avoid using the power ON/OFF switch (“hold over 2 seconds” feature) to turn off the device.
This form of hardware shutdown is intended to be a means of recovery from device lockups and for
extended storage, and not as normal operation.

Start Up

When the power up is successful, the appropriate interface will be displayed after a launch
sequence of several seconds. The wireless LAN connection may take an additional 10-15 seconds to
be established.

Configuring the LD7
The LD7 should only be configured by the manufacturer or service provider. If you have any
configuration questions, please contact your service provider.

Calibration
The touch display for the LD7 is calibrated before shipping. If you have any calibration questions,
please contact your service provider.

Wireless Networking

The LD7 is delivered with an embedded (user-inaccessible) 802.11b/g WLAN adapter equipped with
an internal custom antenna. Through the support of typical WLAN adapters, the LD7 will communicate
with wireless 802.11 access points and networks. The LD7 and blue dog systems utilize 128 bit data
encryption WEP security protocols. The security parameters for the wireless setting and access point
hardware will be set up by your system provider.
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Battery and Power Management

The LD7 is equipped with an internal lithium-ion battery pack that is capable of supporting
approximately 3-4 hours of continuous operation. The period of continuous operation can be extended
by approximately 6-8 hours with the external battery pack that snaps (hot-swappable) onto the back
of the device. Depending on the operating software, the LD7 may also be configured by authorized
personnel to enter various power-saving modes through timed entry.

Peripherals Support

Through its USB ports, the LD7 supports a wide range of USB based peripherals. These
peripherals are applicable for software installation, applications storage, data storage, and system
software recovery, as well as updates. This feature can only be accessed and used by authorized
personnel with the proper security code and authorization.

Moving the Unit

The LD7is specifically designed to be conveniently stacked one on top of the other to move several
units at one time from one place to another. DO NOT stack more than five units one on top of the
other at one time. The external case could be broken causing irreparable damage to the internal
parts if more than five units are stacked at one time. When “routing” is used in LD7 deployment it is
recommended that the external battery be removed while in transit.

Upright Stability
The built-in back stand allows the unit to set upright during usage. For maximum stability, fully extend
the stand until it clicks into the locked position, and only set the unit on a flat, level surface.

Storing the Unit

The LD7 should always be stored in the slots molded into the charging rack provided with every 20 LD7
units. This specially designed charging rack provides the appropriate electrical power to recharge
both the internal and external battery packs.

When sliding the LD7 into the charging rack, ensure the arrow on top of the LD7 is visible and insert the
LD7 into the charging rack in the direction the arrow is pointing.

When the LD7 is pushed into the slot, it must be
pushed firmly (but not slammed) in the slot so
the LD7 connects to the switch on the back side
of the rack. The operator should hear and feel a
firm click when the LD7 is seated properly.
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Charging the Unit

The LD7 can be charged while correctly seated in one of the 20 slots in the charging rack or
connected to the AC/DC adapter (when provided). The external and internal battery packs are charged
while attached to the unit using either method.

When the charging rack is plugged into power and the LD7s are seated in the charging rack slots, the
LD7s will automatically start charging. You can see if the LD7s are charging by observing the LEDs on the
side of the LD7. (See LED Display Index below)

The charging rack must be plugged into a 20 Amp 115-120 volt circuit. Two charging racks can be
powered by the same circuit. If any more than two (2) charging racks are plugged into one circuit, the
circuit breaker may trip or the circuit may become very warm. If this is done, the warranty is void.

AC/DC Adapter with Power Cord (when provided)

The unit can be charged with the AC/DC adapter. Simply plug the power cord into an AC wall outlet. Plug
the LD7 specific connector from the AC/DC adapter into the LD7 as shown above. In either case the LD7’s
internal and external battery pack will begin the charging cycle and can be monitored via the LED lights,

as shown below:

. LED 1 and LED 2 display the status of the external
LED Dlsplay Index and internal battery while the LD7 is in play.
